OFFICIAL RULES 

 
1. NO DIGGING! 
 
2. No purchase is necessary, however the Official Pride Week Treasure Map is available for FREE at all 
Bucky's Express locations in Council Bluffs. Official treasure map must be turned in with the key if the key 
is found. 
 
3. Participants must be 18 years of age or older to claim and win the prize. 
 
4. To claim the prize, winners must call the number attached to the key and then present OFFICIAL key at 
Bayliss Park.  An Official Map must accompany the official key. 
 
5. The persons and organizations conducting the contest will determine the official winners and their 
decision shall be final. 
 
6. No digging or destruction of property allowed. Key will be hidden within the boundaries marked on the 
official map (within city limits). All State, Local and Federal Laws apply.  
 
7. All prizes are awarded "as is." Gifts are nontransferable and cannot be exchanged. 
 
8. The Pride Week Committee shall not be responsible for the failure of participating sponsors to deliver 
prizes as promised.
